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ASEAN Community’s Post-2015 Vision

At the 25" ASEAN Summit held on 12 November 2014 in Nay Pyi Taw, the Republic of the Union of
Myanmar, ASEAN Leaders adopted the Nay Pyi Taw Declaration on the ASEAN Community’s Post-2015
Vision, which endorsed the central elements annexed to this Declaration as a basis for developing the
Post-2015 Vision of the ASEAN Community. In addition, the ASEAN Leaders also decided to establish a
High Level Task Force (HLTF) to develop the ASEAN Community’s Post-2015 Vision as well as the
attendant documents of the three community pillars, namely political-security, economic and socio-cultural
pillars, for the ten-year period (2016-2025), replacing the Roadmap for an ASEAN Community (2009-
2015).

The aforementioned central elements consist of, among others, the following:

1. Political-security pillar: promoting shared values and norms such as promotion and protection of

human rights and fundamental freedoms, good governance, the rule of law, anti-corruption and
democracy; the maintenance of peace, security and stability in the region through various areas of
cooperation such as the strengthening of mutual trust and confidence, maritime cooperation, and the
promotion of diplomacy in the peaceful settlement of disputes; the preservation of Southeast Asia as a
Nuclear Weapon-Free Zone and free of all other weapons of mass destruction; as well as deepening and
expanding ASEAN's relations with its external partners, in particular, its Dialogue Partners, through various
ASEAN-led mechanisms such as the ASEAN Plus One, the ASEAN Plus Three (APT), the East Asia
Summit (EAS), the ASEAN Regional Forum (ARF), and the ASEAN Defense Ministers’ Meeting (ADMM),
with emphasis on maintaining ASEAN centrality in the regional security architecture.

2. Economic pillar: enhancing more cohesive and deeper economic integration within ASEAN;

narrowing of the development gap in ASEAN; promoting the use of green technology and green energy;
fostering sustainable economic growth through innovation and technology development; creating both
regional and national mechanisms to address emerging challenges such as food security, energy
security, and natural disasters; maintaining ASEAN centrality in economic integration in the East Asian
region; promoting wider Asia connectivity through ASEAN and sub-regional cooperation; as well as
enhancing ASEAN'’s participation in global economic governance and work towards building common

positions on key global issues.



3. Socio-cultural pillar: enhancing participation and social responsibility of ASEAN peoples;

advocating the promotion and protection of human rights; supporting more balanced social development
and environmental sustainability; enhancing ASEAN’s capacity to respond and adapt to emerging new
trends and challenges.

The Post-2015 HLTF convene its first meeting on 5-8 February 2015 in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, to
develop the Vision. In this connection, Thailand attaches high importance to the following issues: 1) the
enhancement of ASEAN’s unity and relevance to the region, which will help forge ASEAN consensus on
key issues of mutual interest in a timely manner. To achieve this, ASEAN needs to strengthen the ASEAN
Secretariat and its work to be more effective and efficient.; 2) the establishment of a people-centred
ASEAN Community, which entails sustainable development and the reduction of disparity; and 3) the
promotion of ASEAN’s role in global fora.

The ASEAN Community Post-2015 Vision aims to help shape ASEAN'’s future and direction
towards a rules-based and people-centred Community where peace, stability, and prosperity reign.
Furthermore, ASEAN will continue its constructive engagement and cooperation with its external partners.

The ASEAN Leaders are expected to adopt the ASEAN Community’s Post-2015 Vision and the
attendant documents of the three community pillars for the period of 2016-2025 at the 27" ASEAN Summit

in November 2015 in Kuala Lumpur.
